ARTICLE I 


NAME:  The name of this nonprofit corporation is "FRANKENMUTH AEROMODLERS CLUB, Incorporated".


ARTICLE II


                                        


PURPOSE:


  


	Section 1:  To maintain a club and provide a safe flying field for all members and special guests.   


            Section 2:  To improve, advance, and protect the interest of all forms of model aircraft building and flying.


	


	Section 3:  To improve and regulate safe flying activities.  This includes any club activity to regulate and provide contests, exhibitions, prizes, trophies, and awards.


                


ARTICLE III


MEMBERSHIPS:


	Section 1:  HONORARY MEMBERSHIPS can be given by special vote of the membership, or the Board of Directors, to individuals who have performed some service of distinction to the advancement of model aeronautics. Bestowed honorary membership shall entitle the member to receive regular club publications and attend club meetings.  Honorary members must be a member in good standing with the AMA, and posses an AMA card to use the flying field.                         


	Section 2:  PENDING MEMBERSHIP will entitle all nonvoting benefits of membership plus flying privileges, provided that the applicant presents proof of valid AMA membership, via AMA license.  Pending membership shall be terminated in 31 days or upon vote of the general membership on the application.


	Section 3:  GENERAL MEMBERSHIP entitles all rights and benefits of the FRANKENMUTH AEROMODLERS CLUB.


                                                 


	Section 4:  CLASS OF MEMBERSHIP in this club shall be the same as current types of membership in the "Academy of Model Aeronautics", (Open, Senior, Junior or Student).


	Section 5:  MAXIMUM MEMBERSHIP.  The Board of Trustees of this club shall have the power to set the maximum membership of the club. A unanimous vote by all members is required to set and/or change the maximum membership.  The vote shall be by a secret ballot.


                 


	Section 6:  PROCEDURE FOR OBTAINING MEMBERSHIP.  All membership applications will be submitted to the Recording Secretary at a regular club meeting.  Applications must be accompanied with the current due’s fee to cover the period from month of acceptance into general membership to the end of the year. The due’s fee will not be prorated based upon month of membership acceptance.  Any dues received from new members after 01 September of each year, will be credited to the following year membership.  The Secretary will deposit all new member dues with the Treasurer.  The President will read the application to the general membership at the next regular meeting.  The application shall be submitted for vote to the general membership.  If there is not a challenge for cause, the applicant shall then be initiated into general membership.  If the applicant is challenged for cause, no action shall be taken at this meeting, but the application shall be acted on at the next Board meeting.  The challenger shall appear at that meeting stating his reason(s) for challenge.  If the applicant is denied membership, the treasurer shall issue a check for full reimbursement of all money received from this application for membership.  Membership in this club shall become official upon initiation. 


	Section 7:  RESTRICTIONS OF MEMBERSHIP.  No member shall agree (give permission for) or accept responsibility for any act or commitment of its members unless such acts have been properly authorized and approved in accordance with the rules and by-laws of this club.


                  


ARTICLE IV


   


 -RESPONSIBILITY OF MEMBERS-


	Section 1:  Each member must have a valid AMA license in his possession when using the club flying field.  In addition, any member using any of the AMATEUR RADIO frequencies (6-Meter band, 50 or 53 MHz) authorized for flying model aircraft, must have a copy of his FCC license in his possession. 





	Section 2:  It is the duty of each member to conscientiously set forth by personal example, the aims and objectives of the club.


	Section 3:  It shall be the duty of each member to be conscientious of safety at all times.


	Section 4:  It shall be the responsibility of each member to abide by the rules and provisions laid forth in the club constitution, by-laws, flying field safety procedures and rules, and meeting minutes.     


	Section 5:  All members, by becoming members of this club, thereby vest the proper officers, authorities and committees with the authority to act for, and in their behalf, in settlement and adjustment to all grievances in the club, pertaining to flying or operating radio equipment subject to the provisions laid forth in the club constitution, by-laws, field procedures, and meeting minutes. 


ARTICLE V


-POWER OF ADMINISTRATION-


	Section 1:  The highest tribunal shall be the membership assembled at all authorized meetings.


	Section 2:  The Board of Trustees shall be empowered to represent the club, and shall negotiate for the club, all  business to maintain both the normal and vital interests of the membership.  The minutes of the Board's monthly meetings shall be read at regular membership meetings.


ARTICLE VI


 


-OFFICERS AND ELECTIONS-


	Section 1:  The club shall have the following officers: President, Vice-President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, and Treasurer.  All officers of the club shall be members of the Board of Trustees.


	Section 2:  The Board of Trustees of this club shall consist of seven members, five of whom shall be the officers named in Section 1, Article VI.  Only one trustee may be under 18 years of age.  Each trustee is elected for a three year term.  To ensure continuity of  management, the initial board of trustees will consist of one group of three trustees and two groups of two trustees and they will initially serve one, two and three year terms respectively.  As each groups term expires, new elections will be for three year terms.


	Section 3:  Nominations for trustees shall be at the regular membership meeting in September.  Any member desiring election to the Board of Trustees must be present at the September meeting to accept nomination.  If that individual is unable to attend, a member may accept nomination by sending a written or verbal statement indicating their willingness to serve.  This statement may be through any member.


	Section 4:  Election of trustees shall be at the regular membership meeting in October.  Voting shall be by secret ballot by members in good standing.  Absentee ballots must be received by the club Secretary prior to the October election.      


	Section 5:  At the November board meeting, the newly elected trustees and current term board members, (less out going board members), will by secret ballot, elect the club officers and trustees.  New Trustees are urged to attend the November and December board meetings for orientation to their installation at the January regular membership meeting.


	Section 6:  In the event of death, removal for cause, or resignation of any club trustee, such vacancy shall be filled within 60 days at the Board of Trustees meeting.


	Section 7:  Any member convicted of misrepresenting returns, altering, mutilating or destroying deposited ballots or absentee ballots; or interfering with a member in his exercise of his right to cast his ballot in the club voting or elections, shall be punished as the club shall determine.


                 


ARTICLE VII


-MEETINGS-


	Section 1:  The regular membership meetings of the club shall be on the first Tuesday of every month at 7:30 P.M.


                 


	Section 2:  Special meetings may be called by the President or a majority of the Board of Trustees.  When a special meeting is called, prior notice shall be given two days in advance through such means of communications that all members under normal circumstances will know of such meeting.  The notice of such special meeting shall set forth the purpose of the meeting.  No business may be conducted at a special meeting other than that for which the meeting was called.


	Section 3:  The quorum at the membership meetings shall be 25% of the paid up membership.


	Section 4:  Rules for conduct of all meetings shall be Robert's Rules of Order, unless otherwise provided for under the by-laws.  The order of business at regular meetings shall be as follows: 


                 1.  Call meeting to order.


                 2.  Recognition of visitors.


                 3.  Submission of membership applications.


                 4.  Voting on previous applications.


                 5.  Installation of new members.


                 6.  Read and vote upon minutes of the last regular Board of Trustee and club meetings.


                 7.  Treasurer's report.


                 8.  Report of committees.


                 9.  Modeler of the Month.


                10.  Refreshments.


                11.  Membership concerns.


                12.  Adjournment.


                The order of business at monthly Board meetings shall be as follows:


                 1.  Roll call of officers.


                 2.  Treasurer's report.


                 3.  Read minutes of last meeting.


                 4.  Secretary submits unfinished business and/or  previously tabled motions for agenda items. 


                 5.  Submission from Board members of agenda items.


                 6.  Action on agenda items.


                 The preceding order of business listings are to be considered as a suggested guide rather than a                  mandatory procedure.


ARTICLE VIII 


-DUTIES OF CLUB OFFICERS-


	Section 1:  PRESIDENT:  It shall be the duty of the president to :  preside at all meetings of the club and Board of Trustees, countersign all checks issued by the Treasurer against the account of the club when ordered  by the trustees, and enforce the provisions set forth  in the club constitution, by-laws, and minutes.  He shall be an ex-official of all committees.


	Section 2:  VICE-PRESIDENT:  The Vice-President shall assist the President in the discharge of his duties and shall perform the duties of the President in his absence, death, incapacity, or resignation from office.


	Section 3:  RECORDING SECRETARY:  It is the duty of the Recording Secretary to keep a correct record of all meetings of the club, read and keep all minutes on file for future reference.  He shall keep copies of all official club forms.  He shall receive all applications for membership and absentee ballots.  He shall maintain the club charter with the AMA.  He shall maintain a current club roster which will reflect individual membership renewal dates for AMA membership/licenses. 


     Section 4:  TREASURER:  The Treasurer will receive all dues, assessments, fines, and any other financial receipts of the club.  He will write all checks drawn on the club treasury which must also be countersigned by the President, as noted above, and keep a proper balance of books and funds of the club.  He will deposit all money collected in a suitable bank as may be directed by club Trustees.  He shall turn over all books and records to the Trustees when called upon to do so and shall deliver all books and financial records to his successor.


	Section 5:  CORRESPONDING SECRETARY:  It shall be the duty of the  Corresponding Secretary to maintain the State of Michigan In-Corporation papers and to manage all club communications as directed by the Board of Trustees.


	Section 6:  TRUSTEES shall have the general supervision over all funds and properties of the club.  They shall audit the records of financial officers of the club at least once annually, and upon installation of a new Treasurer.





   ARTICLE IX





-COMMITTEES-





Section 1:  All standing committees shall be appointed as of January, in conjunction with the installation of Trustees.





	Section 2:  Occasional committees:  Committees may be appointed by the President as the need arises to dispose of occasional business.  These committees will be discharged at the conclusion of their business.  Committees such as trophy and prize committee, dinner and banquet committee, and contest committee are to be considered as occasional committees.





	Section 3:  SPECIAL COMMITTEES:  Several committees will have twelve month establishment and responsibility.  Committees such as activities committee, safety committee, entertainment and refreshment committee, are considered to be special committees.  Consideration shall be given to establish a publicity committee as a special committee.





	Section 4:  It is recommended that a trustee be appointed to each special committee to act as a liaison to the Board of Trustees.





	Section 5:  The preceding sections in this Article are to be considered as a suggested guide rather than a mandatory procedure.  Each Board of Trustees may handle the various functions referred to in this Article as they see fit.





ARTICLE X





-FEES AND DUES-


	Section 1:  See ANNEX A.





	Section 2:  Assessments may be levied by the Board of Trustees with approval of the membership.


	Section 3:  No member shall be credited for dues paid until all fines and assessments for other indebtedness shall have been paid.


	Section 4:  All dues, assessments, and rebates on dues will be prorated on a calendar year basis.	


	Section 5:  Proof of AMA membership is NOT required prior to joining the club or payment of the annual club dues.  Proof of AMA membership is the responsibility of each member and must be obtained before they will be allowed to use the club flying facilities.  Any member who fails to re-new his AMA membership prior to flying, and is found to be using the club flying field, will be subject to a fine and possible suspension of club membership privileges.  It is the responsibility of each club member to show proof of AMA membership when flying at the club flying site if asked to do so by ANY club member.  


	Section 6:  Any member whose club dues are unpaid at the close of the first regular meeting in January, of each year, may have his name removed from the membership list by the Board of Trustees.  Any member may renew their membership at any time, in the year following expiration of their membership, without penalty.  During this year grace period, the dues will be paid in full and not pro-rated when renewing their membership.  Use of the club flying field will be denied until their dues are paid in full.  If membership lapses for a full year or more, the individual will revert to new member status. 


	Section 7:  Any member may withdraw from the club by sending a written resignation to the Recording Secretary.  Any member who withdraws, or is dropped for other reasons than cited below, may rejoin by following the procedures outlined for new members in Article III, Section 6.  Members who are temporarily transferred due to job requirements, are/will be attending college, military duty, etc. will remain as inactive members unless they notify the club Secretary to the contrary. Upon their return, they must pay any dues for the current year and show proof of a valid AMA license to resume full club benefits. 


	Section 8:  Refund of dues shall only be made in the event of death or by vote of the Board of Trustees.


	Section 9: Upon application for membership, new members shall pay in full the membership fee.  All membership fees will be credited to the current year unless noted in Article III, Section 6.


ARTICLE XI 


-FUNDS AND PROPERTY-


	Section 1:  The funds and property of this club shall be used only in the way set forth in theses by-laws or as the membership may direct while fulfilling the obligations of Michigan Corporate law.


                 


ARTICLE XII                          


-AMENDMENTS-


	Section 1:  Proposed amendments to these by-laws, signed by at least five members in good standing, shall be submitted to a regular meeting.  The proposed amendment may be discussed, but not acted upon at this meeting.  No action will be taken prior to the next regular meeting at which the amendment shall be voted upon.  The Secretary/Club Newsletter will send notice to all members of the proposed amendment.  A two-thirds affirmative vote of the members present at this meeting shall be necessary for the adoption of a proposed amendment.
